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KNOWLEDGE AND UNDERSTANDING OF THE WORLD POLICY
Aims
· To encourage and support children’s awareness and care of the local, and wider, environment.

· To provide opportunities for children to explore and investigate in order to gain insight, knowledge and understanding of the world.

· To provide a wide and developing curriculum which gives children opportunities to broaden and extend their knowledge of their environment and the world.

Objectives linked to Aims

· To extend children’s own experiences of the world through the provision of appropriate resources, play and out of school visits.

· To support children in using all five senses to investigate and explore their environment.

· To encourage children to ask questions, experiment, create and solve problems.

· To care for the environment, plants and animals and to understand the implications of caring for our world.

· To build up simple technological concepts through the use of simple everyday tools and appliances.

· To become aware of changing seasons, weather and time sequences.

· To build up basic mathematical concepts through a wide range of play activities.

· To promote healthy lifestyle choices to parents and children.
