· Students will be enabled to use and provide a wide range of quality resources relevant to the children’s interests and development.

· Students should use their own skills, interests and personality in contributing to an effective curriculum.

· Students will be encouraged to liaise with parents and community agencies, where appropriate.

· Staff will ensure that students have an induction talk and be given written information ensuring they are fully aware of the nursery’s policies for health and safety, equal opportunities and child protection guidelines.

· Students will be expected to contribute to the care and maintenance of the play-room and resources.

· Students and mentors will meet on a regular basis.

· The student’s mentor and/or headteacher will liaise with visiting tutors, as appropriate.

· The student’s mentor will be responsible for any written reports with the approval of the headteacher.
