	Writing

Create a comic strip of an adventure with your favourite book character.

Remember to add lots of detail in your drawing of the character and the setting. 

Have a go at adding some speech bubbles.  

What would you and your character say to each other at different points in your adventure?

 
	Build your spelling words

Find different items in your house and use them to build your spelling words for this week (from Google Classroom)

Remember to ask permission first!

You could use:

-pegs

-forks

-pasta

Can you write a setence with your words?  How many can you fit in one sentence?
	Reporting 

Use a weather report from TV or online.

Draw some weather symbols to show what the weather is like today.

Imagine you are a weather reporter.

Make a script to describe the weather in different places in Scotland (or even further away!)

Present your weather report to an adult or to some of your toys. 

	Talking and Listening

Choose a picture book to read with your grown up. 

Ask your grown up to imagine they are one of the characters.  What would you want to ask them?

Ask the character some questions to find out more about the story.

e.g. Elmer, how did you feel when the other elephants laughed at you?

Mouse, were you scared of The Gruffalo?
	Hidden Words/Sounds Picture

Look out of your window and draw what you can see.

Choose different shapes/objects you have drawn and hide some of your sounds/spelling words in your picture.

Try writing them very small and asking your adult to find them. 

 
	Talk a Story

Create a story with your adult.

Take turns to say a sentence each and create a story with a beginning, middle and end. 

Can you draw the key parts of the story on a story mountain?

Remember to include some super describing words in your story! 

 

	I hear with my little ear……

Play I hear with my little ear with a grown up.

Ask your grown up to say, “I hear with my little ear” and choose an item they can see. 

Can you think of a word to rhyme with it?

Can you make a list of other words that rhyme too?

  
	Acrostic Poem

Write the word ‘snow’ or ‘winter’ down the left hand side of a piece of paper.

Use each letter as the first letter of a word in a line of your poem.

For example:

Snow is sparkling white

Not a sound on the ground

Our noses are cold and red

Winter is beautiful 
	Book Review

Create a book review about a story you have read while you are at home.

Why should other people read it?

You can record your review as a video, write it down or phone a friend and tell them about it!
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Literacy

Maths and Numeracy 
	Shape Hunt

Go for a walk outside or around your home. How many 2D and 3D shapes can you find?

Can you sort the objects you have found?  For example number of sides, whether the sides are straight or curved etc. 

	Coin Counting & Shopping 
Gather some coins. Which coins can you identify?  

Can you create a shop using items from around your house?  Make some price labels and practice your addition skills while shopping. 
	Measurement 
Build a snowman outside.

How tall is your snowman?  Can you measure using:

-your hands

-a household item (e.g. pegs)

-a measuring tape?

	Number writing 
Can you practise writing numbers?

Try writing using different colours, materials or even making them with playdoh! 

Make sure you write them facing the correct way!
	Board Game

Create a board game to play with your family. 

You could create:

-a numbers to 20 game 

-addition and subtraction game

-shape game

	Time

Create a list of different actions you can do e.g. hop, writing your name, drinking a glass of water.

Estimate how many times you can do these things in 1 minute.

Use a clock or a timer to time 1 minute and count how many times you can complete the action in 1 minute. 
	Information Handling

Create a questionnaire and gather data about your family and/or friends about their favourite meals, snacks and drinks. 
Can you make a bar chart showing the most popular answers?
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	Number Walk

Go on a walk outside or around your house, how many numbers can you find? 
Look at door numbers, road signs and on lamp posts. 
Challenge: Double the numbers that you find. 


Health and Wellbeing 
	Senses Walk

If the weather allows, go for a senses walk with a grown up. 

Use your senses and talk about  -

- the shapes and colours you can see

- the sounds that you can hear

- the textures of any plants or trees that are safe for you to touch 

- the different smells you notice

Can you draw a picture and/or write some sentences about your walk?
	Chef for the day

Plan a healthy meal that you can help a grown up to prepare, cook and plate up for the rest of your family.

Remember to follow instructions carefully when handling food and when you are near hot appliances.

Can you design a menu for your meal and add a drawing of the food and ingredients that you have used?
	Feelings Diary

Make a list of the different feelings you have throughout the day, you could write these feelings down or draw a picture/symbol/emoji. 
You could also add the time of the day that you have that feeling and discuss with a grown up how many different emotions you have had in just one day.

Can you think of other words for some of the feelings that you have?



	Fitness in 5

Get active and get your body moving.

Make up a simple exercise routine that uses 5 different moves. You could give your moves a name and try to teach these to other people in your house.

Can you play some music you like and see if you do your exercise routine for the whole song?
	Film Poster

Choose a film to watch with your family, this could be a new film or one you have watched before.

Make a poster to encourage others to watch it. 

You should include –

- the name of the film

- a picture(s) of the main characters

- a short sentences or words to describe the type of film it is e.g. funny, sad, exciting

- give the film a start rating out of 5
	Recycled Art Work

Create a piece of art using recycled materials from your home e.g. cereal boxes, plastic bottles, wrappers.

This can be a 2D or 3D piece of art, you can be as creative as you like. Below are some ideas that you can use if you want.

- Build a vehicle 
- Make a mask

- Make an obstacle course for a pet

	Shadow Art
Use a torch or natural light to create shadow pictures. Put different objects in front of the torch/window and using a blank piece of paper draw around the shadows that are made. Moving the position of the objects/paper may change the shapes. Use your creativity and turn these drawings into imaginative drawings.
	Kindness/Compliment Alphabet
Can you think of positive/kind words for each letter of the alphabet? 

Write these in a list or ask a grown up to write these for you.

Choose some of these words to compliment others people in your house. For example tell your sibling they are arty, bouncy and caring.

	Helpful Hands

Can you help a grown up with some of the housework that needs to be done in your house.

You could help make the beds in your house, do the dishes for the day, hang up/fold the washing or hoover and dust. 

You play some music while you work or play some words games like ‘I spy’ while you complete your jobs.
